Preeminenceis
given to psychological paradigms, since their subject matter lies closest to the classical philosophical
tradition from which "philosophical anthropology" emerged. (This book is, in the final analysis, a
prolegomenon to an articulated philosophical anthropo logy. ) Sociological models are also considered: the
"classica" tradition from Comte to the present, and Marxist anthropology from the manu scripts of 1844 to
the present. The structuralist model, from Durkheim to Chomsky, is also considered, since it cuts across and
gives new dimensions to all the foregoing models. The essay is, second, a phenomenological critique of these
historico theoretical considerations.
